SUMMARY

Our old dream has come true with the publication of this Transylvanian issue. We've been planning for four years to
commemorate this multiple minority situation wich is rare even in the history of Jews. Sanwel Iziak, Lajos Erdélyi and Zuolt
Lang are not only authors, they were the ones who wouldn't let this plan remain just a plan. The “Taste of Sunshine” phenomenon
has invaded Hungarian cultural life while we were preparing this Transylvanian issue. Litwdn Szabé’s movie that tells the story
of five generations of a Hungarian Jewish family has become extremely succesful within a few weeks and it has created a
literature of it'’s own. Past and Future had to react to this singular cultural and sociological symptom. We managed to ask Agnes
Heller who resides in New York and happened to be visiting in Budapest for two days to go to see the movie and write an
article about it. (It might be an overstatement of the editor, her student: she is the one among Hungarian intellectuals who
can write about this topic harmonizing the various esthetical, sociological problems and historical facts that the film brings on
surface.) Her essay "The Parvenus” contemplates an age of the assimilant Jews who gave up their identity and tried to merge
with the Hungarian majority. Benedek Vasdk has written a professional review of the movie. Lajos Erdély’s article “Hungarian
Jews in Rumania, Translyvania” and especially the photos of four generations of his family transfer the “Taste of Sunshine”
phenomenon to a Transylvanian environment. The poems and fiction of Aliddr Laszliffy, the poems of Andrds Ferenc Kovics and
Zsdfia Balla, the fiction of Zwlt Ldng, the memoirs of Anna Haldsz, Zddor Tordal’s essay on Daniel Lowy’s book about deportations
in Kolozsvar — all these lift the sadness of the Transylvanian Jewish existence and memories into the realm of literature. Daniel
Lowy himself tells the story of the Concordia Theatre in Kolozsvir, the last refugee of the Jewish actors banished from the
stage by the rascist laws. Jeno Muradin summarises the achievement of the Jewish art of Transylvania. The interview of Lajos
Erdeélyi paints the picture of Edvin Salamon, a painter born in Kolozsvar who today lives in Israel. Samuel Izuik writes about
the life of Frigyes Grisz, the famous Jewish physician and hospital founder from Nagyvérad. Gysrgy Gaal provides a historical
- sociological overview of the Jewish professors at the University of Kolozsvar, while Viktor Karddy writes about the Jewish
medical students of the same university. The articles of Ambruw Miskolezy and Gyirgy Beke show us a segment of Rumanian Jewish
culture. In this issue we would like to congratulate our friends and authors who have received prestigious awards in year 2000:
poetess Agnes Gergely and painter Liscls Febér on the occasion of their Kossuth awards, poet tand translator Jinos Lackf: on the
occasion of his Jézsef Attila Award.
